	Key Observations Autumn 2015

· Elliott can present as extremely passive. 
· He is happy for things to happen around him.
· He loves the attention of adults.
· Over the first few weeks Elliott began to bring in toys. These increased in size daily.
· NG staff feel that Elliott isn’t pushing himself or even achieving the minimum level that he is capable of achieving – especially with writing and reading. Mum has spoken about the difficulties she has reading with him at home.
· Elliott can become very possessive of objects, especially if he perceives them to be favourites of others – toy cars. He will hide the last pieces of a puzzle in his hand so that he completes the puzzle.
· Elliott is incredibly polite and always responds to adults requests. However, he is very quiet and rarely speaks to his peers at breakfast

	Strand Q - Disengaged

Elliott rarely responds to the news of others at breakfast. He will answer the direct questions of adults. Elliott tends to engage more 1:1 with an adult. He can present as quite a serious character and will often watch the other children before joining in.
	Give Elliott individual positive attention and daily 1:1 session with an adult playing alongside.

Adults to verbalise and model having fun.

Describe and celebrate small achievements

Give explicit praise


	
	Target board ‘I can finish an activity on my own’ target provided on the superhero board to help encourage Elliott to be more independent and not need the help from an adult. 
	Elliott is able to complete tasks set in the set time, however Elliott does need reminding to keep on task and to speed his work up however, Elliott is very capable to be reintegrated into mainstream class and will be able to progress as well as his peers.

	Elliott will be reintegrated back into mainstream class. In order to keep Elliott on task he will need reminders to keep on task, this could be either visual or verbal. 

	Strand R - Self negating

Elliott can need encouragement to try new experiences or unfamiliar tasks. He can sit back and just watch others if left. 

	Continue to provide Elliot with clear expectations within a structured and predictable environment.

Continue to build up more trusting relationships between Elliott, peers and other adults. 
	
	Elliott will continue to develop relationships with the adults in the nurture group as well as his mainstream class, Elliott will be provided with activities in which he can share with both adults and peers. Elliott has been provided with a task bored to keep him engaged and as a reminder of what tasks he needs to complete by the end of the session, to ensure he is not constantly reminded to complete a task. The task board is to encourage his independence.  
	Elliott has developed relationships will all adults in Nurture he is happy to except help, praise and encouragement from all adults, Elliott shows a positive attitude towards the adults and is more than willing to help. Elliott however, does need to constant push to help him progress further in his academics therefore reintegration into mainstream class will provide Elliott with the challenges in order to develop his skills further.
