	Pupil’s needs/barriers to learning:


	Lewis is a generally happy boy who finds concentrating in the classroom setting extremely difficult. He responds to simple, clear instructions given directly to him (usually one step instructions) but if given in a group or to the class, he struggles to listen and attend. He is distracted very easily by other children, anything that may be happening or even by himself. He enjoys 1-1 work with adults, though will try to avoid doing things he finds difficult. 

If he is given instructions of more than one step, he finds is very hard to remember them, even when they are given directly to him. 

Lewis does not recognise many keywords by sight, and his phonic skills are poor. This makes it difficult for him to read and write. He struggles to form his letters correctly and has poor pencil control.

	1. Lewis is definitely improving at listening, concentrating and following instructions. Although it still needs improvement, he is able to listen for longer periods of time, and shows particular improvement in small group work. He seems familiar and confident with general classroom routines which definitely helps.
2. His use of phonics is also improving, helped by his small group phonics work. He is becoming more independent using his word/phonics mat.

3. Lewis is reading more confidently and applying his phonic skills more easily.
