General comments: We have seen a marked improvement to Jacobs confidence and attitude to his work over the past term – he is now much more willing to attempt tasks set, though still working well below the national average for reading/writing and maths and needs a great deal? Of adult support to complete these activities. We have identified over the past term that Jacob struggles to maintain concentration, even for short periods of time. He becomes very distracted and struggles to remain focused when completing work and during discussions even when working 1:1 with an adult.
