	Lesson 1 – Pre-assessment using performance task.

 
	Children to demonstrate their ability levels against the expectations. 
	 The first lesson should be designed in a way to enable children to demonstrate their skill level and be assessed against the expectations. 
The core task will be based on fireworks, linking into festivals e.g. festival of light Diwali and bonfire night. 

Stimulus: videos of fireworks display pictures of fireworks etc and draw out describing words from the children. 

Warm up: ‘Bop it’ Pulse raiser, children constantly jump to counts (1-8) and then the teacher calls out the following actions for the children to perform: 

Kick it, punch it, squash it, pull it, twist it

Skills: Teacher to demonstrate four different types of firework movements each moving to one count of 8. Teacher to draw children’s focus to the expression and dynamics of the firework movements. Whole class working in unison. 
Application: Children to work with a partner or a small group and to create 2-4 firework movements as a group. If struggling for ideas they can adapt the ones from the skills section. Children to create their own starting and finishing positions. 

	Use of IPad, this is optional but will be useful to record the children’s first and then later attempts at the core tasks to show progress. Teacher’s formative observations against expectation grid.

	Lesson 2 – Expresses an idea, mood or feeling (with a focus on gestures and travel)

	 Expressing ideas e.g. mood and feelings

	Warm up: ‘Autumn Movement Story’ leaves falling off the trees, wind picking up etc. Encouraging travel and change of levels. 
Skills: ‘Circle dance’ working in unison as a whole class teach children the following set moves: 

· Clap right, left, right repeat. 

· Take four steps forward and four steps back repeat.

· Turn on the sport one way and then the other (4 steps each) hands on hips and straight back. 

· Travel clockwise and follow the leader with a rhythmic step-bend action (in time to the music). 

Application: Children to work with a partner and create four movements based on winter e.g. toasting marshmallows, warming hands by the fire, throwing snowballs etc. Discuss some ideas with the children. Children include: travel, gestures and show their mood. 

	Peer assessment, children to observe with another group and magpie each others’ ideas. 

	Lesson 3 –  Link movement actions e.g. Jump, Travel, Turn, Stillness and Gesture 

‘Snowflakes and snowballs’

	 Warm up: Repeat the ‘circle dance’ from previous lesson. 
Skills: Children to travel around like a snowflake key words ‘float, twirl, twinkle and freeze’. Teacher to call out the key words for them to travel. Children move into groups of 3 or 4s and freeze in their snow flake balance. Children to them turn into one giant snowball. 

Application: Children to work with a partner and create a snowball fight ‘throw, duck, dive, aim, hurl’ etc. It must include travel, turn, jump and gestures. Bringing in the concept of action and reaction. 
	Key questions: what makes a good dance. 

	Lesson 4 – Choose movements with different dynamic qualities to make a dance phrase (e.g. level, speed and direction) 

‘Christmas morning’ 


	 Changes in speed, level and direction. 
	 Warm up: Repeat ‘travelling snowflakes from previous week’ 
Skills: Story movement ‘Christmas Morning’ from waking up to opening presents, children to become a toy e.g. robot, rag dolls, racing car. 

Application: Children to work with a partner and create a dance based on a given toy. Children to focus on changes in speed, direction and level. Incorporating: the five basics of dance (jump, travel, turn, gesture and stillness). 

	Peer assessment, children to observe with another group and magpie each others ideas.

	Lesson 5- 
Post assessment using performance task.
	
	Children to put together and perform their grande performance: 
‘Around the fire, snowflakes and snowballs, Christmas morning’ Teacher to assess the children against expectations.
