Performing

e Using their voices expressively to speak and chant.

e Singing short songs from memory, maintaining the overall shape of the melody
and keeping in time.

e Maintaining the pulse (play on the beat) using hands, and tuned and untuned
instruments.

e Copying back short rhythmic and melodic phrases on percussion instruments.

e Responding to simple musical instructions such as tempo and dynamic changes as
part of a class performance
