In the Summer Term 2021 we took part in the Sports England active survey. We are using the findings from the report to influence our action plan for this academic year:

	Successes:
· “At Woodrow First School, 77% of pupils do an average of 60+ minutes a day of moderate to vigorous activity across the week, (in school and out of school), meeting the Chief Medical Officer’s guidelines for levels of physical activity amongst children and young people.”

· WFS are above the national average, with national figures from 2019/20 showing only 43% of children and young people are meeting these requirements. 

· 84% of children in Year 1-4 said they were happy at school. National figures for wellbeing from 2019/20 show this to be 75%; we are above these statistics. 


	Take away statements:
· 39% of children in Year 3 and 4 agreed strongly that they enjoyed taking part in exercise and sport

· 42% of children in Year 1 and 2 agreed strongly that they loved play sport, with 53% saying they enjoyed being active. 

· There was a higher percentage of children reporting they take part in rugby in and out of school compared to football.

	Next Steps:
We will continue to offer opportunities to be moderate to vigorously active for 60+ minutes across the school day. We need to focus on the enjoyment children are gaining from these opportunities. 

We will achieve this by considering these questions:
· How could we get more pupils doing activity in school time throughout the week?
· How can we encourage more pupils to be active outside of school?
· Are there any particular groups of pupils who need to be more active?
· How do we involve pupils in choosing the activities on offer? Do we ask which they want more/less of?

· 67% of our children were swimming in school when the report was conducted, compared to 16% nationally. 

· WFS are above the national average, with national figures from 2019/20 showing only 43% of children and young people are meeting these requirements. 

· 84% of children in Year 1-4 said they were happy at school. National figures for wellbeing from 2019/20 show this to be 75%; we are above these statistics. 
	Take away statements:
· 43% of our children reported that they went swimming out of school hours when the report was conducted, compared to 28% nationally. 

· 48% of pupils reported they can swim 25m unaided, compared to 52% nationally.

	Next Steps:
We offer termly, or half termly swimming, from Nursery to Year 4.  
We will achieve this by considering these questions:
· What could the school do to support pupils to meet the National Curriculum swimming requirements?

	In the Spring Term we are using our CPD PE provider to work alongside us in a different way. The teacher will be using their CPD knowledge gained from the past several years to deliver the PE sessions to the majority of the class. The CPD coach will work alongside the teacher, planning specific steps to support those children who are least active in lessons as a result of having gaps in their ABC skills and/or having not developed age related social-emotional-cognitive skills. 





	Measure by…
Teachers agreed that using the coach to work with groups of children on specific skills resulted in increased progress and participation – both in the children working with the coach and the rest of the class working with the teacher. It has also allowed class teachers to see how beneficial it can be when any extra support staff that may be available to them are used to support specific groups of children. 

Teacher Voice
Children were able to be coached to accurately and safely execute a forward roll. Children from the small focus group are able to maintain higher levels of engagement and commitment to more challenging shapes/balances/routines due to being coached and scaffolded in a smaller group (Year 1 Class Teacher)
The small group approach helped the children to make progress within the sessions. It enabled them to become more engaged because the coach was able to respond quickly to their needs. (Year 2 Class Teacher)
I noticed a real difference in the enthusiasm and focus of the small group of children working with the P.E. coach. By focusing on specific skills broken down in to smaller steps, though still linked to the whole class teaching, it enabled these children to make some really good progress. (Year 4 Class Teacher)
The sports coach worked with 5 of my more confident children, making sure that they had tasks that would challenge and extend their learning.  This allowed me to focus on ensuring all the other children in my class were able to access the session. (Year 3 Class Teacher )

	Teachers to continue to access the whole school bank of PE lessons to ensure progression across the year groups.

Teachers to use the assessment data from previous class teacher to inform and adapt plans where necessary to make sure any gaps in age related skills are continued to be focused on in the next academic year. 

Liaise and support teachers to effectively use any extra support staff members within their PE sessions to focus on small groups of children working on specific skills.

	
	IMoves was purchased in the Autumn Term, primarily to support the planning of dance. 

	We have been trying to find the most effective planning to support the early years for a number of years. This resource not only supports the planning of dance, but it is also pitched perfectly to match Nursery and Reception expectations. 
Nursery Teacher: I have used the Imoves to teach dance and found this perfect for nursery. The planning was easy to read and the layout good. The dance fitted in with the curriculum we are covering in class for literacy related to rhyme so I found links between different areas of learning. This allowed the children to transfer their knowledge to a different area. The planning was easily adaptable for my children who are working within birth to 4. On reflection I am now considering ways in which to bring the PE session into our outdoor learning/enhanced continual provision so the children have opportunities to take the skills and continue them at other opportunities throughout the week.

Reception Teacher: The resources are well paced and at the exact level for our children.  We have currently only used the 'fundamental skills' to teach the basics of ball skills and is working great. They are pacey, but at the level our children can cope with. I will be very keen to see how the other units work and hope they are at the same level as this one. I like that they are 'pick up and go' plans unlike when we did the other PE when it seemed to have LOTS to prep.  

Reception Teacher: I have enjoyed using some of the 'quick blast' videos to try and give the children a movement break when it is needed. I have also found the short yoga based videos really useful to try and calm the children ready for a carpet session, particularly when they have come in from outside. In Reception we have found the PE planning really useful. It allows us to pick plans that are relevant to the skills the children need to cover. It also provides us with some progressive lessons integrating skills that perhaps we may have missed if we were planning purely ourselves. The plans well aimed at the EYFS age range and can be adapted to suit the children and the areas they need more support with easily. 

Year 1 Teacher: Year 1 have used the dance sections on I Move and Lou and Yasmin are just starting to use the gymnastics planning. The year ones loved the dance sessions, they liked the voice overs and the music. The planning had some nice ideas. 
	Continue iMoves subscription for next academic year. Key stage 2 to trial using some of the skills based sessions. 

	
How can we encourage more pupils to be active outside of school?

	The whole school were inspired by the performance that we have already had huge interest for ‘Gotta Dance 2022’, so much so we are taking two dance troops instead of one.

	
	Rugby seemed to be more popular than football on the pupil voice of Sports Active Survey. Historically it has always been football. Seek local rugby clubs and players from ‘Worcester Warriors’ to run taster session and after school clubs.

We contacted Worcester Warriors who agreed to come in to school and run a 6 week block of sessions for our year 3 children. These sessions were a great success and class teachers and children 
After the sessions had ended 30 of the year 3 (52%) children took part in a Key stage 2 Rugby Tournament against other schools in the area. Our children were very happy to come first!

All teachers agree that the planning, videos and assessment support tools have really helped them to teach swimming more effectively. As the NC requirements are aimed specifically for end of Key Stage 2 children we have had some difficulty linking these with the ASA swimming requirements for each year group and this is reflected in the end of year data.
In foundation stage 56% of the cohort met the end of year objectives with 60% able to travel  3m using arms and legs without assistance (with swimming aid)
In Year 1 53% of the cohort met or exceeded the end of year objectives with 24% able to swim 10m without an aid.
In Year 2 58% of the cohort met or exceeded the end of year objectives with 28% able to swim 10m without an aid. 
In Year 3 64 % of the cohort met or exceeded the end of year objectives with 48% able to swim 7m without an aid.
In year 4 19% of the cohort met or exceeded the end of year objectives with 33% of children able to swim 12m without an aid.
	.As a school we need to agree on specific distance expectations for each year group to allow us to assess children’s progress more effectively.

The stage 4 ASA requirements are very in depth and movement specific. We need to look at ways that these can be taught effectively - Possibly using staff expertise and increasing curriculum swimming time.  

	
	Support the development of swimming in and out of school hours.

MC is undertaking his PE apprentice with us and also training as a lifeguard, alongside another member of staff.
 
We know of a swimming teacher who could run swimming after school clubs from Nursery to Year 4. MC would shadow the teacher and when he has passed his course, he will then lead the sessions with another trained lifeguard being present.
