	Accessing competitions through Trinity Sports Partnership allowed more children to enjoy sport and build confidence in physical ability. Children were very proud and enthused to take part in school competition. 
Woodrow Winners intervention has seen an improvement in physical activity levels (See sport grant premium summary for further details). Y2 boys had significantly increased their step count during lunch times and morning break times.  Y1, Y2, Y3 and Y4 girls had increased their step count during lunch times and morning break. With a significant increase for Y4 girls in terms of their lunch time activity.  
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	The partnership has provided good, engaging opportunities for the children and chance to engage in physical activity against children in the wider community. Value for money as a vehicle for developing NC aims of competitiveness and cooperation. Continue next year. 
Continue to work with Newman University to undertake pedometer data to identify target groups for next year. To continue to monitor the impact of physical activity, we will begin to monitor whether progress in physical development in the Early Learning Goals transfer into children opting for healthy lifestyle choices as they enter Key Stage 1 & 2. Explore the PA levels of the Early Years to develop the outside area & introduce the Woodrow Winner initiative. 
Promote curriculum links to geography through the idea of Woodrow Around the World. Children to have a purpose for their running to see how far they travel throughout the year.

	PE project being mentored by the SLT when undertaking Level 6 PE Leadership & Management Course alongside NPQML Qualification. The track has enabled a wider range of activities to take place during lunchtimes and break times due to the increased space. The opportunity for clubs can also change; a football club can run alongside a cross country club.

	Through the involvement with the school partnership, a coach trained in Tri Golf offered free taster sessions in preparation for a competition with local schools.

P&E Sports offer a broad range of after school clubs to the children; staff offer free clubs too. We looked at the children accessing clubs and noticed predominance in year 2 maximising spaces in the lower half of the school. As a result we have restructured the clubs and are now seeing an increase uptake of Reception children. Clubs are very popular now with a waiting list often being apparent. 

Maximise the facilities of trim trail, track, coaches and lunchtime supervisors during leisure time for children to have the opportunity for physical activity.  
	Continue to build community links and clubs so that all children have the opportunity to access free and paid clubs.


Continue to listen to pupil voice to keep the clubs and activities offered at lunchtime current to their interests. 


	Increased participation in competitive sport

	Through the partnership we have ensured all children from Year 1 to Year 4 have taken part in competitive sport and/or  festivals. The children have enjoyed taking part and through the school website have increased the positive image of sport through termly newsletters and Facebook statements.

“All of the Year 2 children thoroughly enjoyed the multi skills morning. There were a variety of activities to try and they all came back with a huge smile on their faces.”

	Afterschool Clubs:
Initially we subsidised any shortfall in the cost of the coaches to encourage participation. Now these are self-funding regular activities across all year groups as they are being at fuller capacity. 

A member of staff remains behind during the session to quality control it. Regular meetings are held with P&E sports to discuss arrangements, what has gone well and what to improve on. Children continue to have ample opportunities to participate in PA at lunchtime and after school and experience competition against themselves and others. Clubs are well attended with most clubs at full capacity. The opportunity for free clubs allows all children to have equal opportunity to access broad and balanced extra-curricular activities. 



Tennis Table- It has now been installed on the KS2 playground. To maximise the resource it needs to be timetabled more effectively next year. 



Swimming-Swimming is offered for all year groups for a minimum of a term and a half per year at Woodrow, giving children the opportunity to develop water confidence, a life skill and develop their physical coordination. The impact is that they have had the opportunity to experience something outside of their normal curriculum opportunities. 

	Free Clubs-Continue free clubs for all children to participate. 

Following the success of the club attendance, it has been noticed that an increase of Pupil Premium children access the clubs. This will be monitored more closely next year.
