Look at the speech bubble and read the sound Mmmmm! Why do you think the lady is saying this?
What is the lady thinking and why?
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Look at the pictures. Where are the people? Where is the gingerbread man? How do you know? Why is he outside and they are inside?
The gingerbread man is thinking because we can see a thought bubble. Have a go at reading the words. What is he thinking?
Now read the speech bubble. What is the gingerbread man saying? 
Why does he want to run? If you were the gingerbread man what would you be saying?
