Infer- I’m thinking about the stick we had yesterday. Now we found our stick in our garden / at the park/ on the grass but I wonder where else we might find a stick? Maybe in the woods, on a mountain or at the beach. What would be around the stick? A bench? A tree? A park? Some flowers? Some snow?

Grammar and Punctuation teaching- things I can touch are called nouns.  
 
Take a walk around your house or garden. Draw 10 different nouns and label them.  Can you describe what you have found? Can your grown up guess what you are describing?  
 
Independent work- Create: Draw a picture/create with paint/make a model showing the surrounding area where the stick was found. Label the nouns. How am you going to attach the stick to the paper?  Be as creative as you like.




	Maths- 45 mins
We’ve done lots of work with numbers within 10. Reading and writing them and adding and subtracting within 10. It’s now time to work with numbers we call teen numbers. The numbers between 10 and 20. The next few sessions will work on this.

St. Andrew is the Patron Saint of Scotland. He was one of Jesus’ disciples. After Jesus had died, Andrew travelled and taught people about who Jesus was and about the amazing things he had done. However, the Romans were not happy about this and crucified Andrew on an x-shaped cross.
