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	Phonics- 20 mins
oi and oy 
Write oi on a piece of paper. Ask the children what the phoneme is. Challenge yourself, set a 1 minute timer how many times can you write the phoneme? Individually write the words: 
join, boil, coin, foil, point  
And discuss where the phoneme is sitting. When we hear oi in the middle of a word, it is usually oi. 
Now watch Geraldine the Giraffe – which words can she find around the house?

This time write the phoneme oy on a piece of paper.  Explain this also sounds like oi.  It’s the phase 5 oy.  
Try the same 1 minute challenge. Make sure you are writing the letters correctly and the right way round!
Write the words: Toy, boy, joy, oyster  
Explain that it doesn’t get used very often because it comes at the end- apart from oyster! 
Watch Geraldine again, this time she’s trying to find oy words.

	Literacy- 45 mins
Write the tricky words I, my, have and was on pieces of paper
Match: Place the HFW. Point to the word and say the word. Model showing the same card again and making a pair. Say the word and then say match. 
Select: Show the word card. Say the word whilst pointing at the word. Place it down. Model placing another word card beside it – repeating the above process. Say “which card says ____?”. Pick up the word card and place on top of the matching word. Say match. Repeat with other word.  
Name:  Place the two words down and have a pile of the other two matching words beside it. Over turn one of the words and say “what does this say?”. Pause here for a moment to allow the children thinking time. If they get it right, give lots of praise. If they get it wrong, say “This card says _____” and point to the word. Repeat 3 times.

Maybe you could watch it a second time and try to read along.
If you can, go outside and find a stick, if you can’t go outside use your imagination and draw a stick. What does your stick look like? Is it long or short? Is it straight or bent? What could you use your stick for, maybe it’s a magic wand or a paintbrush. Write a sentence using the tricky word ’my’ to tell us all about your stick. You could draw a picture of you using your stick. 




	Maths- 45 mins
We have been learning all about whole part part models and using them to add numbers together. Just before Christmas we were finding out how we could show subtraction number sentences too.
Watch the video below and see if you can work out the answers to the problems.
