Session 3: Learning about LS Lowry

Yesterday, we looked at Lowry’s painting ‘Going to Work’. We focused on line drawings to create the background. We looked at all of the details and tried to add them to our art work. We folded our paper in half, so that we had plenty of space to add people.  
Task 1: Find your picture from yesterday. We’re going to explore shading, so you will need a pencil. Take a look at the sky in Lowry’s painting. It seems very dark. There isn’t any sunshine. To shade, we have to hold our pencil differently. Take a look at the picture steps below to add the shading to the sky. 
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	Task 2: Adding detail.
Watch the video to see where we have added more detail, for example, the bus, the telephone post and the fence. Once you’ve added that detail, begin adding more people to your drawing. Remember, it is a very busy walk to work, you need lots of people in the picture. I wonder who will draw the most people on their work.
