Tracking attainment of the current Y3 cohort the % at expected or above moved from 4 – 65 – 81 – 89
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Data dashboard from the Ofsted website was unpicked. 
Raiseonline is a yearly output of data from Ofsted – a comparison against the national picture. 
The general trend for attendance is rising although holidays and illnesses are still high. 
The Early Years data demonstrates that children are coming in to Nursery well below expected, but that progress is made. 
There is a picture of consistently high performance in the phonics screening test. 
The picture for children accessing Pupil Premium is a promising one. We need to bear in mind that not all parents will apply for free school meals as their child is entitled to Universal free school meals.
