	Presentation
Need a key stage agreement on:
· using rubbers and/or crossing out – for small mistakes noticed at the time children will be expected to use a rubber. A “teacher” line or mark of some sort will show if a child has gone back to something and corrected it or a correction will be made underneath the end of the work/ on another part of the page.  The child should start again rather than rubbing out a whole line or chunk of work.
· work in books and using ICT should be of a high standard – no scribble etc
· names on the back on sheets of paper in small writing [so not visible if sticking in books]
· “work” in Mantle – prodigality[see the circle diagram in the Mantle pack]; is there progress and higher expectation than in KS1? We agreed that at times the work in Mantle could be of a higher standard. We will use the client and the reputation of our team to work on this without “belittling” the children. We talked about accepting children’s work whilst I a “play” mode, but then picking out opportunities to improve it. We also talked about being explicit with the children when encouraging them to choose appropriate materials for the task in hand e.g which sort of paper and writing tool to use.  
· Need a common format for Singapore maths pictorial presentation we have noticed that although the language of maths is becoming more and more consistent that there are variations with pictorial representations. We will look for this in the maths book trawl next week as a KS2 concern and raise it with other staff. 


	Homework 
Need to ensure consistency [as last year a parent queried a difference between siblings]:
· What are we doing currently? Last year we agreed on English and maths alternatively and a half termly project – we have a variety of homework across the classes which we discussed as to the merits and pitfalls!
· What do we agree we will do from now? In the spring term we will have weekly times tables homework and a half termly project. On feeding back to Richard he has suggested that we look for any APPS/ online resources for times tables work which we may like to buy into. We will also have a mini project for the half term holiday. The project can be linked to the Mantle e.g. a rainforest animal report, or standalone like the reading and speaking theme of the mini poetry project just completed. At the end of the term we will review homework again.
